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Overview

“Abacus” is an internal information management system created for the Office of 

U.S Foreign Disaster Assistance (OFDA). 

•	 It assists in budget planning, funds tracking and extensively capturing the program planning and 
award process. 

•	 It facilitates document management, an unclassified cable search and ad-hoc reporting. 
•	 It is a tool used to assist OFDA in managing its worldwide operations to better meet internal and 

external reporting requirements. 
•	 Abacus has the ability to query any combination of fields and specify multiple values for any 

field controlled by a lookup – including such fields as Region, Country, Disaster, Awardee, Type 
of Awardee, Sector, Keywords, Locations, Funding, Activity Status, Type of Activity, etc. 

•	 It is an integrated system that involves users across the office including the Senior Management, 
Program Managers, Regional Coordinators, Disaster Operations Specialists, the Procurement 
Team and the Finance Team. 

•	 Abacus improves the credibility of OFDA programming and reporting. 
•	 The architecture of the application is based on Oracle Developer Suite, Oracle Application Server 

and Oracle Database. 
•	 It is a web application and therefore it does not require the installation of client software. 
•	 It can be accessed from any computer that is connected to intranet.
